have problems receiving text messages then please use email as the first point of contact if it snows. The
information will also be put on the Flintshire School Closure Website as soon as possible. We appreciate
your support to share this information in your parent groups.

If you do not hear from us, then please assume school is open.

Should the weather deteriorate during the school day and we have to close early, it is vital that we have the
correct contact details for you and an additional emergency contact, perhaps a friend/neighbour preferably
local to school who can collect your child on your behalf. It will need to be someone who can collect
children within an hour. Please help us by keeping us informed of any change of mobile number/email
address and advise us of an additional emergency contact if this applies to you.
