School Admissions Useful Dates for 2025

Applications for admission to join our school in 2025/2026 are available on the Flintshire School
Admissions website as follows —

Children who turn 3 years of age between 15 September 2025 and 31t December 2025 are entitled to
apply for a place in our Early Entitlement in January 2026. Applications open on 22" October 2025.

Children who are 3 years of age by 31t August 2026 are entitled to apply for a place in Nursery in
September 2026. Applications open on 22" September 2025 and close on 16" February 2026.

Children who are 4 years of age by 31" August 2026 are entitled to apply for a place in Reception class in
September 2026. Applications open on 22" September 2025 and close on 17" November 2025.

Admissions to High School September 2026 — Year 6 Pupils

You are able to apply for a place at High School on the Flintshire School Admissions website from 1
September 2025 until 3" November 2025. Please see High School websites for their open days/evenings.

Attendance
